The educational units complement programs offered by the ASTA
Management Academy and are designed as regional opportunities
to expand learning, promote networking and improve general
understanding of the seed industry.

ROUND TABLE DISCUSSION GROUPS (RTDG) | Conference calls
and webinars moderated by senior industry members

RTDG’s aim to educate future seed executives on recent major events
and trends in the industry. Each conference call lasts approximately
one hour and focuses on a specific topic.

CAMPUS CONNECTIONS | Awards grants to university
undergraduate students interested in a career in the seed
industry

Grants will be given to a limited number of students to cover the costs
of attending the ASTA Annual Convention. In addition to the grant,
each student will be paired with a senior industry member who will
be a mentor during the convention. This is an excellent opportunity
for students to learn more about the seed industry and network with
industry leaders.
